2. INSTALLATION (Figure 1)

a. Discard the 174336 Reservoir, 174337 Wick Holder and 174338 Wick by removing
the 151631 Screw and 2191 Lock Washer. Retain the mounting hardware .,

b. Assemble the 193661 Reservoir using the hardware retained above. See Figure 1
for assembly of the 193662 Wick Holder, 193663 Wick and 193661 Reservoir.

3. ADJUSTMENTS AND LUBRICATION

a. For adjustments and lubrication of related equipment see Teletype Bulletin 248B (Bel!
